Mabharashtra’s adminis-
trative tempo has surged
inrecent weeks —notin
one sector, but across
multiple fronts. From
WhatsApp governance
and Al-powered tribal
upliftment, to CSR-
backed rural transfor-
mation, and streamlined
partnership firm regis-
tration, the state is push-
ing for a smart, respon-
sive, and inclusive gov-
ernment. The momen-
tum is commendable,
the vision is ambitious.
But even in this opti-
mism lies a set of unspo-
ken,urgent caveats.
Atthe center of this trans-

formation is Chief Minis-
ter Devendra Fadnavis,
whose playbook increas-
ingly features predictive
governance, digital de-
centralization, and tech-
led citizen engagement.
Under his leadership,
Maharashtra is not just
adopting digital tools —
it is trying to reimagine
its statecraft. However,
as the announcements
stack up, so do the expec-
tations.

Speed with Stability?
The Partnership Firm Por-
tal 2.0 is a necessary in-
tervention for a state aim-
ing to rank high on the
Ease of Doing Business
index. It modernizes the
experience for over 8§

lakh firms. But the real
test lies in how tier-2
towns and offline entre-
preneurs interact with it.
Have we trained them?
Can the portal survive
traffic surges? Is there
multilingual support be-
yond English and Mara-
thi?
Likewise, while the
“Aaple Sarkar via
WhatsApp” plan sounds
revolutionary, we must
ask — will this truly bene-
fit the poorest citizen
with the cheapest phone?
How will this integrate
with departments known
for bureaucratic slow-
ness?
Al for Justice or Effi-
ciency?

The Al
Vijaybhoomi University
is perhaps the most excit-

ith ing of the lot — not be-
cause of what it prom-

ises, but because of what

it dares: to embed Al into
tribal governance, and
not just for automation,
but for real-time dash-
boards, language sup-
port, and decision-
making aid.

Yet, Al is not neutral.
Without careful calibra-
tion, it could reinforce ex-
isting biases or create
new digital divides. Who
audits the models? Who
interprets the data? If
tribal welfare is the goal,
ethics and empathy must
remain central, not just
efficiency.

A Civic Renaissance in
the Making?

GR issuances and digital
talent identification for
WorldSkills 2026,
Maharashtra’s gover-
nance model is inching
closer to participatory,
data-driven democracy.
It’s a welcome shift from
legacy administrative cul-
tures.

The VSTF’s public-
private rural push, in-
volving Tata, Jindal, and
IDBI, shows that CSR is
no longer ornamental —
it’s being
operationalized, tracked,
and aligned with the gov-
ernment’s core goals.

Maharashtra Pushes Self-Redevelopment
For Housing Societies With Big Concessions

Government aims to cut out builders, empower societies

with faster approvals, tax relief, and easier financing

The Government of Maharashtra
has announced a significant pol-
icy shiftaimed at empowering co-
operative housing societies to un-
dertake self-redevelopment in-
stead of relying on private devel-
opers. The resolution, issued on 8
March 2019, outlines a set of con-
cessions designed to make self-
redevelopment faster, cheaper,
and more transparent.

Why the policy was needed
Traditionally, redevelopment of
old and dilapidated buildings in
Mumbai and across the state has
been handled by private develop-
ers. While this model brought in
capital and construction exper-
tise, it often resulted in imbal-
ances of benefit: developers
gained from increased FSI and
saleable area, while society mem-
bers were left with limited advan-
tages.

Frequent delays, abandoned pro-
jects, and failure to pay transit
rent pushed thousands of families
into uncertainty. Many buyers
who invested in flats under such
redevelopment projects also
faced financial distress when
homes were not delivered on
time.

The government now believes
that self-redevelopment, where
societies themselves control the
project, offers a solution that
keeps benefits directly with mem-
bers and ensures accountability.
Key concessions under the
new policy
The GR lays out several strong in-
centives for housing societies
choosing self-redevelopment:
Single-Window Clearance:
All required permissions will be
processed under one roof within
six months.
FSI & TDR Benefits:
Concessions in FSI (Floor Space
Index) premiums, additional FSI
charges, and TDR (Transfer of
Development Rights) will be
made available.

Tax & Fee Relief:

Societies will get relaxations in
stamp duty, GST, LUC tax, and
open space deficiency tax.
Financial Support:

Special guidelines will be framed
to allow easy loan access from
banks and financial institutions.
Time-bound Completion:
Societies must complete the rede-
velopment within three years to
avail these benefits.

Oversight and monitoring

To ensure smooth implementa-
tion, the government has formed
a High-Level Committee com-
prising senior bureaucrats from
Housing, Revenue, Urban De-
velopment, and Cooperation de-
partments, along with two inde-
pendent experts. This committee
will finalize the scale of conces-
sions, monitor projects, and sub-
mit recommendations to the gov-
ernment every three months.
Impact on housing societies
The decision is expected to trans-
form the housing landscape in
Mumbai and other urban centers
where thousands of cooperative
societies are struggling with rede-
velopment. By cutting out pri-
vate builders and giving societies

direct control, the policy ensures
that financial savings and extra
FSI benefits flow back to mem-
bers.

Moreover, the move strengthens
the cooperative housing move-
ment in Maharashtra, which has
long been considered a backbone
ofurban middle-class housing.
Looking ahead

While the policy is ambitious, ex-
perts note that successful self-
redevelopment will require soci-
eties to build professional capac-
ity in project management, fi-
nance, and construction over-
sight. The government’s prom-
ised banking support and faster
clearances will be critical in de-
termining how many societies
adopt this model in the coming
years.If executed well,
Maharashtra’s push for self-
redevelopment could serve as a
national model for participatory,
member-driven housing renewal.

The Registrar of Partnership
Firms was established in
1958, and has since registered
over 800,000 partnerships. A
digitization journey that be-
gan in 2012 with mah.gov.in
was significantly enhanced in
2017 with Website 1.0, en-
abling online form submis-
sion, digital fee payment, and
paperless certificate issuance.
However, growing digital
traffic and limited storage led
to performance issues. The
MahalT team has now devel-
oped Version 2.0, offering un-
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limited cloud storage, real-
time rectification, and en-
hanced user control— includ-
ing online user ID/password
reset, eliminating the need to
visit government offices.

Gurugram Developer Faces ED Heat For Diverting 3205
Crore Of Homebuyers’ Funds To Sri Lanka Project

In amajor enforcement ac-
tion, the Enforcement Di-
rectorate (ED) has filed
charges against
Gurugram-based devel-
oper Krrish Realtech Pvt
Ltd for allegedly diverting
205 crore of
homebuyers’ funds to an
overseas project in Co-
lombo, Sri Lanka. Ac-

cording to investigators,
the developer collected
over 3500 crore from un-
suspecting homebuyers
without securing manda-
tory approvals under the
Real Estate (Regulation
and Development) Act
(RERA). The diverted
funds were allegedly in-
vested in a luxury hotel

project in Colombo, with
the involvement of com-
pany promoter Amit
Katyal and other associ-
ates. The ED claims that
buyers were lured into the
scheme with false assur-
ances of timely project de-
livery, while funds were si-
phoned off in violation of
Indian property and for-

eign exchange laws. Le-
gal experts note that this
case may set a strong pre-
cedent in how cross-
border fund diversions by
Indian realtors are investi-
gated under money laun-
dering and real estate regu-
lations. Consumer rights
activists have urged the
government to strengthen

RERA enforcement and
ensure stricter compli-
ance mechanisms.
